Basis of preparation of Financlal Statements

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles in India (Indian
GAAP). The firm is classified as level lll (Small) Enterprise as per new ICAI classification of Enterprise for application of accounting standards.
